
Young Choreographers Award

Application

The purpose of this award is to encourage the efforts and talent of a choreographer in 

the Big Island Dance Community. This award is to be used by the recipient to support a 

choreography project. Recipients must be in high school locally or attending the 

University of Hawaii at Hilo or Hawaii Community College. The award amount may be 

up to $300.00. The Award recipient will receive half of the amount when selected and 

half when Big Island Dance Council receives a DVD of his or her completed work.

Directions: Please fill out this application and answer all questions. Include a sample of 

your choreography for the panel to review. Be sure the choreography is limited to your 

choreographic work only. The sample should be a minimum of 3 minutes but not to 

exceed 10 minutes or 2 different pieces. This is to be submitted in DVD format only. 

Your application along with your DVD sample (include a self-addressed stamped 

envelope for your DVDs return) are to be submitted to Big Island Dance Council, c/o 

Young Choreographers Award, P.O. Box 1571, Hilo, HI, 96721.

Deadline: Your application and sample DVD are to be post marked no later than May 

15, 2010.

Grantees Requirements: If granted this award the Big Island Dance Council requires the 

choreographer to produce and submit a DVD of his or her completed piece. The Big 



Island Dance Council must receive the completed piece DVD no later than 6 months 

after the award date. DVD’s submitted will not be returned.  Do not submit your only 

copy!
